A TCX is defined as a
di vision or district organization elenment which currently
possesses a denonstrated, credible, technical capability in a
speci al i zed subject area applicable to the Arny's mlitary
function, that can be of beneficial use to other Corps field
offices. This recognized capability can be resident in a single
person or be the collective capability of an organizational unit.
The service to be rendered by a TCX to an FOA are advisory only,
unl ess specifically requested to be otherw se by the FOA seeking
assi st ance.
